Development Block Grant (CDBG)  Program

_____________________________________________________________________

Purpose: 

To adopt a Resolution approving the submission of Community Development projects for Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding.
Background:

The Broward County Community Development Division has announced the 34th Year (FY 2008-2009) Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) application process with grant submittals due January 14, 2007.  Fifteen cities in Broward County with city populations under 50,000 have elected to participate in the process.  Cities with populations exceeding 50,000 may receive direct allocations from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  

Discussion:

Initiated during the 26th Year (FY2000-2001), cities participating in the Broward County CDBG program receive an allocation based on a HUD funding formula which takes into consideration community housing conditions, population and poverty indicators.  The allocation is automatic and non-competitive provided the allocation is for HUD CDBG eligible activities which may include capital, economic development, housing and public service projects.

There were some changes in the preparation of the applications as a result of Congress not passing a budget for Fiscal Year 2007-2008.  The federal government has been funded on a continuing joint resolution to fund existing programs at prior year levels, but no specific allocations. In the past, the amount to be allocated has been available prior to submitting the application.  

Because there has been no specific allocation from Congress, Hallandale Beach's 34th Year CDBG allocation has not been released by HUD. The City has been advised by the Broward County Housing and Community Development Division staff to anticipate no increases in the program and to use last year’s allocation as a guide for project planning. 

The following two projects are recommended for consideration:

Public Works Improvements (drainage, regrading/sodding of swales and

other related infrastructure improvements)

Friends of the Hepburn Center After School Tutorial Program

$50,000









Total               $301,931

The Public Works portion will be a continuation of improvements in the Southwest Section.

Each of these projects was discussed at a public meeting at The Hepburn Center on November 14, 2007 and there was broad general support for both of these projects.  A second public meeting will be held at the Community Cultural Center on November 30, 2007. In addition, staff accepted surveys of recommendations from the residents that attended these meetings.  

Local matching funds for the CDBG allocation are not required.

If the actual allocation is less or more than the requested amount, it is requested that the City Manager have the authority to adjust the amounts for both projects to best meet the needs of the City.

Proposed Comprehensive Plan Text Amendment: Intergovernmental Coordination Element, Capital Facilities Element, and the Public School Facilities Element 

PURPOSE

To adopt an ordinance amending the City’s Comprehensive Land Use Plan by incorporating a Public School Facilities Element, amending the Intergovernmental and Capital Facilities Elements.  

BACKGROUND

Concurrency is a growth management concept intended to make sure that public facilities and services – including parks, roads, water, sewers, and now public schools -- are available to serve existing and new development. Since 1985 Florida has required all cities and counties to approve new development only when those facilities and services are available at an approved level of service. In other words, a local government cannot approve a new development if the approval would cause the level of service of a public facility to drop below the approved level. 

In 2005, the Florida Legislature passed a sweeping growth management bill, requiring, among other things, that local governments ensure that adequate public schools are available before approving new residential development. For a residential development to secure a building permit, adequate school capacity must be available or scheduled to be under actual construction within three years of the development’s final approval. If capacity is not available, the developer, the City, and the school district must work together to find a way to provide capacity before the development can proceed. This legislation strengthens earlier attempts to link land use and public schools via an Amended Inter-Local Agreement between the City, School Board, and other local governments in the County.  The Amended Inter-local Agreement ensures that any mitigation dollars received from an applicant will be applied to the impacted area.   
Discussion

Since the passage of public school concurrency legislation in 2005, the City of Hallandale Beach has been participating in a countywide intergovernmental effort to comply with and implement the new requirements. The statutory deadline for compliance for all local governments in Broward County is February 1, 2008. This shall require the following: 
1. Amendments to the City’s Comprehensive Land Use Plan (CLUP) providing for a new Educational Facilities Element, and amending the existing Capital Improvements and Intergovernmental Coordination Elements (see attached Ordinance). 

2. Amendment of the existing Inter-Local Agreement between the City, County, School Board and other local governments in the County.    

3. Amendments to the City’s Land Development Code. 

Broward County has taken the lead in developing models of the above items for other local governments to utilize. The County’s items are being reviewed by Department of Community Affairs (DCA) for compliance, and the agency’s comments are pending.  Although the City’s amendments mirror the County, the City is required to transmit the amendments to DCA for review and comments.  Any comments or modifications received from DCA will be incorporated into the City’s proposed amendments prior to being brought back before adoption on second reading.   

Failure to complete these items by the required deadline will halt the City’s ability to amend the Comprehensive Plan and Future Land Use Map, thereby, preventing Master Plan and development projects that require changes to the Comprehensive Plan text and map from moving forward. 

COMPLIANCE WITH ZONING CODE

Staff finds this amendment is consistent with the Adherence to Criteria Set Forth in § 32- 963, as these amendments are mandated by the Florida Statutes. 

COMPLIANCE WITH COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

As mandated by the State of Florida, Broward County will be amending the County Comprehensive Plan to include a Public School Facilities Element.  For Hallandale Beach to maintain compliance with the County’s Comprehensive Plan it is necessary to amend the City’s Comprehensive Plan, as well. 

CONCLUSIONS
The proposed amendments to the City’s Intergovernmental Coordination Element and the Capital Improvements Element, as well as the implementation of the Public School Facilities Element are all mandated by the Florida Statutes.
An approval of these text amendments is necessary to coordinate the implementation of school concurrency with the County’s Comprehensive Plan. Upon approval of the Text Amendments by the City Commission on First Reading of the Ordinance, the Amendments will be transmitted to appropriate agencies before the matter is brought back to the City Commission for Second and Final Reading.  
The Amended Inter-Local Agreement will be presented to the City Commission for adoption after receipt and incorporation of any comments from the Department of Community Affairs.  In addition, staff is preparing the amendments to the City’s Land Development Code to incorporate School Concurrency and anticipate bringing this before the Commission in January, 2008.  
The Planning and Zoning Board/Local Planning Agency unanimously recommended approval of the attached ordinance at the November 28, 2007 meeting.
RECOMMENDATION                              

The City Commission adopt the attached ordinance on First Reading and transmit the Ordinance to the Department of Community Affairs and bring back for second reading when ready.

PURPOSE:

Adopt a resolution authorizing an application for financial assistance with Broward County’s Environmental Protection Department – Water Resources Division through the Integrated Water Resources Plan (IWRP) – Water Management Project Grant Program.

BACKGROUND:

The Broward County Water Resources Division, which is a division of Broward County’s Environmental Protection Department, has implemented a grants program to assist utilities in their efforts to meet water resources needs and to improve water resource management.  The program provides up to 50% funding for feasibility studies and designs of projects that support more efficient use of local water resources. 
DISCUSSION:
The City of Hallandale Beach is planning ahead to meet the challenges of water supply in this growing community.  In an effort to be proactive, the City contemplates conducting a study that will evaluate a cost-effective strategy to meet future water supply needs.   Specifically, the City proposes to use water in the aquifer below Chaves Lake to recharge the City’s wellfields and combat salt water intrusion.

The cost for the first phase of this feasibility study is an estimated $50,000, of which the City would pay 50% or $25,000.  Matching funds will be taken from the Water Fund per City Manager discretion.

The deadline for grant application was November 19, 2007.  Because there was very limited advance notification given, staff submitted an application for the grant and is seeking Commission authorization to confirm the application. 

RECOMMENDATION:
1) Adopt a resolution authorizing an application for financial assistance with Broward County’s Environmental Protection Department - Water Resources Division – through the Integrated Water Resources Plan (IWRP) Water Management Project Grant Program; and,

2) If approved, authorize the City Manager to execute the funding agreement and implement the funding, including the establishment of appropriate accounts.
