City Manager Antonio informed the City Commission that an Item would be brought forward for consideration related to the utilization of the Ben Gamla property and the disposition of items located within the property.  

Consensus:

· To direct staff to provide a list of inventory items purchased with the Ben Gamla Property and to place the list of items on the City’s website to offer the items as donation to Non-Profit organizations, with City Organizations having priority. These items do not have to be auctioned through GovDeals.  
City Manager Antonio informed the City Commission that the nationally recognized Syndicated Program ‘Today in America’ will be doing a Public Relations segment on “Life in Hallandale Beach,” and that there will be an estimated cost to the City of $18,000 - $19,000.00.
Consensus:
·  To authorize staff to move forward with the proposal from “Today in America.”

City Manager Antonio briefed the City Commission on the negotiations for the Beach Walk Project and advised he will be looking into negotiating a Public-Private Partnership for the Utilization of the City’s North Beach Facility.  
Consensus:

· To authorize the City Manager to work with the City Attorney to research legal issues related to a Public-Private Partnership for the Utilization of the City’s North Beach Facility.
