



MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, DECEMBER 4, 2013 AT 6:30 P.M., CITY COMMISSION CHAMBERS, 400 SOUTH FEDERAL HIGHWAY, HALLANDALE BEACH, FL 33009
CALL TO ORDER FOR THE PLANNING & SCHEDULING SESSION 
Mayor Cooper called the Planning and Scheduling Session to Order at 6:10 P.M. in the Commission Chambers.

Commissioners Julian, Lazarow, and Sanders and Mayor Cooper, Acting City Manager Rafols and City Attorney Whitfield – All Present.

Vice Mayor Lewy was absent from the Planning & Scheduling Session. 

The City Commission discussed the Calendar of Events scheduled for December 4th, 2013 through January 8th, 2014.

Mayor Cooper announced that she has been selected as one of eight (8) Mayors on the U.S. Conference of Mayors to attend an Economic Journey to Saudi Arabia on Friday, December 6, 2013 through Friday, December 13, 2013.  Vice Mayor Lewy will be Acting Mayor during her absence.  
Jennifer Frastai, Assistant City Manager, stated that due to scheduling conflicts with the City’s State Representatives, the City Commission Legislative Luncheon tentatively scheduled for Friday, December 13, 2013 will be rescheduled. 
Acting City Manager Rafols reminded the City Commission of the upcoming Community Meeting to Discuss Foster Park which will be held on Wednesday, December 11, 2013, at 6:00 p.m. at the Foster Park Community Center. 
City Attorney Whitfield announced that on December 16, 2013, at 1:00 P.M. the City Attorney will be attending a Federal Court trial hearing on the case Salazar v. City of Hallandale Beach at the Broward County Courthouse.   

Jennifer Frastai, Assistant City Manager, announced that the Groundbreaking Ceremony for South Beach Park is tentatively scheduled for Wednesday, January 8, 2013 at 3:30 P.M.
Mayor Cooper adjourned the Planning & Scheduling Session at 6:24 P.M.

1. CALL TO ORDER 

Mayor Cooper called the Meeting to Order at 6:38 P.M. 

2. ROLL CALL 
Commissioners Julian, Lazarow and Sanders, Mayor Cooper, Acting City Manager Rafols and City Attorney Whitfield – All Present.

Vice Mayor Lewy was absent from the Meeting. 

Barbara Sharief, Mayor, Broward County Board of County Commissioners, was also in attendance at the meeting.

4. PRESENTATIONS 
Mayor Cooper read a Proclamation Proclaiming Wednesday, December 4, 2013, as Mayor Barbara Sharief Day in the City of Hallandale Beach.
The City Commission congratulated Mayor Sharief on her appointment as Mayor of Broward County.
Additionally, Mayor Cooper spoke highly of Mayor Sharief’s accomplishments and philanthropic efforts, and presented Mayor Sharief with an Official Hallandale Beach Key-to-the-City.

Mayor Sharief thanked the City Commission for the recognition. 

A. A PROCLAMATION PROCLAIMING DECEMBER 4, 2013 AS POINTS OF LIGHT & JOSHUA'S HEART FOUNDATION DAY
Mayor Cooper advised that the Proclamation Proclaiming December 4, 2013 As Points of Light & Joshua's Heart Foundation Day was presented earlier this afternoon at the Mayoral recognition of Student Citizens of the Month. .  
City Attorney Whitfield introduced Mr. Richard DeWitt, Assistant City Attorney.  Mr. DeWitt thanked the City Commission for the opportunity to work for the City.
5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - (To be heard at 6:45 P.M.)(Speakers must sign-in prior to the start of the meeting with the City Clerk.) 
Lola Cabral, Business Owner, 828 Pembroke Road, Hallandale Beach, announced the opening of her new business, Barber Chop, located at 828 Pembroke Road, Hallandale Beach, Florida 33009.  Additionally, Ms. Cabral noted she is looking forward to a lasting partnership with the City.  
Mayor Cooper suggested organizing recognitions for business/community partners for their efforts in the Community.  
Consensus:

· To direct staff to schedule City Commission recognitions for business/community partners with presentations of Certificates of Recognition as necessary during City Commission meetings.  
Commissioner Lazarow welcomed Ms. Cabral to the Hallandale Beach Community.  

Jack Shifrel, Chair, ‘Toys in the Sun Run a/k/a The Toy Run,’ 3234 Caramba Circle, Coconut Creek, provided background information regarding the organization, and invited the public to attend the 26th Annual Toy Run in The Sun for Joe DiMaggio Children's Hospital event scheduled for December 8, 2013 at Mardi Gras at 9:30 a.m.  Additionally, Mr. Shifrel thanked City staff for their efforts in making the event successful.  

Charles Wein, Property Owner, 633 Foster Road, Hallandale Beach, spoke in support of installing traffic calming devices along Foster Road to reduce the likelihood of accidents and fatalities. 

Acting City Manager Rafols provided an overview of the topics to be discussed at the Foster Road Community Meeting on December 11, 2013, at the Foster Park Community Center. 
Answering the public comment and at the request of Acting City Manager Rafols, Mr. Steve Parkinson, Director of Public Works, provided a preliminary overview of the actions taken by staff in preparation for the Foster Road Community Meeting on December 11, 2013 at the Foster Park Community Center.  Among the recommendations to be discussed Director Parkinson mentioned traffic signalization, installation of traffic calming devices, and roadway improvements planned for Foster Road and surrounding corridors.  Mr. Parkinson noted that staff has contacted Broward County Traffic Engineering Division requesting installation of speed limit signs, and that they conduct a speed study for the Foster Road Corridor as well as various intersections to determine the need for four-way stop signs.  Additionally, Director Parkinson noted that staff is working with the City’s vendor to conduct studies of various traffic calming devices, survey the location of existing signage, roadway striping, crosswalks, and pedestrian and street lighting.  

At the request of Acting City Manager Rafols, Dwayne Flournoy, Police Chief, followed up by stating that the Police Department will be conducting a traffic crash analysis for crashes along Foster Road Corridor.  Additionally, Chief Flournoy stated that the Police Department is actively educating the public regarding safe driving. 

Mayor Cooper suggested staff research the feasibility of implementing speed limitations within Park Zones similar to those within School Zones.

Consensus:

· To direct staff to research the feasibility of implementing speed limitations similar to those within a ‘School Zone’ in the City’s ‘Park Zones’; and to bring back a report with recommendations for City Commission consideration when ready. 

6. COMMISSIONER COMMUNICATIONS - Items not on the Agenda

A. COMMISSIONER JULIAN

Commissioner Julian spoke in support of the efforts of the Kiwanis Club of Hallandale Beach. 

B. COMMISSIONER LAZAROW
Commissioner Lazarow spoke concerning a letter addressed to the Inspector General Oversight Committee dated November 5, 2013.  Additionally, Commissioner Lazarow spoke in opposition of transmitting correspondence which represents the view of a single member of the City Commission on City stationery listing the name of all Commissioners.   

Mayor Cooper noted that although she drafted the letter in question, she e-mailed it to staff for transmittal and was not aware that the stationery utilized listed the names of all the members of the City Commission.  
Acting City Manager Rafols stated that the letter was printed and transmitted by the City Manager’s Office erroneously on stationery which listed all the names of the City Commission.  
Mayor Cooper recessed the meeting at 7:21 P.M. 

Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting at 7:26 P.M.

Acting City Manager Rafols apologized for the error and advised that staff has prepared generic stationery without the names of the full City Commission.  

Answering questions posed by Commissioner Sanders, City Attorney Whitfield advised that there is no legal requirement in question and the Protocol Manual is silent on the matter.  

The City Commission discussed the need for revising the Protocol Manual to include regulations for transmittal of correspondence from the City Commission.    

No further action  regarding this matter was taken.

C. COMMISSIONER SANDERS
Answering questions posed by Commissioner Sanders, Cathie Schanz, Director of Parks and Recreation, provided an overview of the Fourth Fridays on Foster Event.  
D. VICE MAYOR LEWY
Vice Mayor Lewy was absent from the meeting. 
E. MAYOR COOPER 
Mayor Cooper announced the Metropolitan Planning Organization’s plans to establish ‘Quiet Zones’ along the Florida East Coast Railway Corridor. 

Mayor Cooper suggested the City research public-private partnerships to develop a mobile application to require technology for establishing fixed stops for Mini Busses within the City. 

Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, Director Parkinson provided an update regarding maintenance repairs in progress for the sewer lateral pipe lines along Holiday Drive and the funding arrangements in place for completion of the project. 

Mayor Cooper requested a status update on the program for purchasing insurance for repairs of sewer lateral pipe lines on personal property.    
Consensus:

To direct staff to provide the City Commission with a status update on the Service Line Warranty Program for sewer lateral pipeline repairs.  
Mayor Cooper spoke regarding a concern received from a resident noting the resident’s r Condominium Association fire drill procedures.   Daniel Sullivan, Fire Chief, explained  the procedures pursuant to the National Fire Safety Code.  Additionally, Chief Sullivan updated the City Commission on the fire prevention testing, inspection and training procedures in place for Condominium within the City. 

Answering questions posed by Commissioner Julian, Acting City Manager Rafols provided a status update on the renovation of the Old School House/Police Benevolent Association Hall located at 648 SW 2nd Street, Hallandale Beach.  
Consensus

To direct staff to provide the City Commission with a comprehensive status report regarding the renovation of the Old School House/PBA Hall located at 648 SW 2nd Street, Hallandale Beach, including funding and work performed to date, as well as needed repairs
At the request of Mayor Cooper, Director Parkinson provided a status update regarding the City’s plans for a Carcass Removal Program noting that staff is in the process of contracting with a vendor for these services.

staff to provide a brief report to the Commission regarding the program’s operation, including the City’s and vendor’s responsibilities, including scope of services to be provided by vendor, as well as performance requirements, such as response time and disposal site(s). 

Mayor Cooper distributed copies of the Florida League of Cities 2014 Legislative Action Plan.

Mayor Cooper spoke regarding weekly/weekend vacation rentals of residential homes; and requested staff to bring back a Resolution in support of legislation providing the ability for local governments to regulate vacation rentals. 
Consensus:

To direct staff to draft a Resolution supporting legislative changes providing the ability for local governments to regulate vacation rentals; the resolution will be brought back for City Commission consideration at the January 8, 2014 meeting.  
Mayor Cooper spoke regarding requests from the City’s Parks & Recreation Advisory Board to reduce the number of Board members. Additionally, Mayor Cooper suggested the City Commission reduce the Board’s membership from 15 to 10 members seeing that there are currently 6 vacancies.  

City Attorney Whitfield clarified that since the Parks & Recreation Advisory Board was established by Ordinance, any changes to the Board’s composition will need to be done by Ordinance.  

The City Commission discussed Mayor Cooper’s suggestion and reached the following consensus.   
Consensus:

· To direct staff to bring back an Ordinance reducing the number of Board Members on the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board from 15 to 10 members (2 appointments per City Commissioner); and to officially change the name from Recreation Board to the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board.

staff to revisit the idea and bring back recommendations to the City Commission.

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing. 

Maria Johnston, Regional Director of External Affairs, AT&T, 150 West Flagler Street, spoke in support of the Resolution noting that as technology advances, the need for infrastructure and resources increases.  

Answering questions posed by the City Commission, City Attorney Whitfield explained that the Moratorium will affect placement of the telecommunication towers within the public rights-of-way which is a time sensitive process.
Suzanne Montgomery,  Counsel, AT&T, 150 W. Flagler Street, Suite 1910, Miami, Florida spoke in support of the Resolution and stated that she looked forward to working with City staff to prepare comprehensive regulations. 
Mayor Cooper closed the Public Hearing and called the Question.
