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RESOLUTION NO.  2014 - 

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO FULLY MITIGATE ALL CODE ENFORCEMENT AND UTILITY LIENS ON REAL PROPERTY LOCATED AT 811 NORTHWEST 4TH TERRACE, HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AND TO AUTHORIZE THE RELEASE OF SAID CODE ENFORCEMENT AND UTILITY LIENS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 
	WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 9, Section 9-50, Mitigation or Amendment of an Order, of the City’s Code of Ordinances and Resolution No. 2014-11, Mitigation of Fines and Liens, the City Manager is authorized to mitigate code compliance liens for up to ninety (90) percent of the total fine amount for non-homesteaded properties; and 

WHEREAS, Eitan Investment LLC (“property owner(s)”), is the owner of a non-homestead real property located at 811 NW 4th Terrace, Hallandale Beach, Florida; and 
		
WHEREAS, the property is currently abandoned and contains a duplex, which is boarded-up and in a blighted condition; and

WHEREAS, in July, 2013, the property owners were ordered to complete the necessary repairs that would bring the property into compliance with City Code requirements; and

WHEREAS, to date, the property owners have not corrected the violations, and have a case pending with the City’s Unsafe Structures Board (“USB”); and 

WHEREAS, the property currently has an outstanding balance of two hundred twenty-eight thousand and twenty-six dollars ($228,026.00) in Code Enforcement and Utility liens; and 

WHEREAS, the property owners have expressed their interest to the City’s Community Redevelopment Agency (“CRA”) in conveying the property to the City; and 

WHEREAS, the CRA will be constructing two (2) brand new single family housing units on NW 4 Terrace under the In-Fill Housing Project, Phase II (the “Housing Project”); and

WHEREAS, upon conveyance, the CRA will demolish the property, in order to eliminate the blighted condition and utilize the parcel for the Housing Project; and

WHEREAS, the CRA is requesting that the Mayor and City Commission fully mitigate the code compliance liens and utility liens on the property to allow the CRA to take unencumbered title to the property; and 

WHEREAS, the City Administration is recommending to the Mayor and City Commission that a full mitigation of the outstanding Code Enforcement and Utility liens on the subject property be authorized upon the transfer of the property to the CRA; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission concur that it is in the best interest of the City and its residents to authorize the full mitigation of the Code Enforcement and Utility liens on the real property located at 811 NW 4th Terrace, Hallandale Beach, Florida; and encourage other residents to avail themselves of programs offered by the City and the Community Redevelopment Agency to eradicate blight and slum in the City. 	

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:	

SECTION 1.	City Manager’s Authorization.   The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to fully mitigate and cause releases of liens to be filed as it relates to the code compliance and utility liens, upon the transfer of the property to the CRA. The approval of this resolution shall cause all Code Enforcement and Utility liens assessed against this property to cease to accrue further. 

	SECTION 2. 	Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
