Mayor Cooper spoke on the importance of maintaining civility during City Commission meetings. being hosted by Mayor Cooper on August 13th, 2014 at 4:00 P.M.  Mayor Cooper confirmed the 
upcoming meeting noting that she will be updating the Community on various topics.  This meeting

C. COMMISSIONER SANDERS
Answering questions posed by Commissioner Sanders, City Manager Miller noted that staff is available to assist each member of the City Commission with their individually-hosted Community Meetings.  Furthermore, City Manager Miller indicated that, pursuant to the City Commission’s Protocol Manual, all City facilities are identified ‘Campaign Free Zones’ during the Election/Campaign time .

D. VICE MAYOR JULIAN
Vice Mayor Julian commended the Hallandale Beach Police Department for the success of the

E. MAYOR COOPER 
Mayor Cooper spoke concerning the ongoing discussions with the Florida Power & Light Company regarding their request to revise Water Rules for the Turkey Point Plant and the environmental impacts it may have on the City’s water supply.
