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RESOLUTION NO. 2015-

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO REQUEST THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (“FDOT”) TO CONVEY SURPLUS PROPERTY ON THE SOUTHERN PARCEL OF THE INTERSECTION AT ATLANTIC SHORES BOULEVARD AND US. 1 TO THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH (“CITY”) TO BE UTILIZED FOR PUBLIC PURPOSE; SUCH PROPERTY BEING IDENTIFIED IN THE LEGAL DESCRIPTION AND SKETCH AS ATTACHED AS EXHIBIT “A”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, FDOT acquires properties for transportation facilities for the citizens of the State of Florida; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to Florida Statutes section 337.25(4), FDOT is permitted to convey real property to other public entities for public needs once FDOT determines the property is surplus land which it no longer needs; and
WHEREAS, the City can utilize FDOT’s surplus property described as attached in Exhibit “A” for the property located on the southern parcel at the intersection of Atlantic Shores Boulevard and U.S.1 in connection with a public purpose; and
WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the citizens of the State of Florida to gain the most benefit from properties acquired with public funds; and
WHEREAS, the City is currently evaluating how it may utilize the property, and intends to hire a design consultant next year to determine the best public purpose as it plans to re-design the Atlantic Shores corridor; and
 WHEREAS, the City is requesting that FDOT convey the 5,700 square foot southern parcel of surplus property described in Exhibit “A” to the City; and
WHEREAS, the City has determined that the conveyance will be in the best interest of its residents. 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, THAT:
SECTION 1. City of Hallandale Beach Request.	 The City requests FDOT to convey title to the surplus property described on the attached Exhibit “A” to the City pursuant to Section 337.25(4), Florida Statutes.
SECTION 2. Surplus Property on Southern Parcel Conveyed to the City. The surplus property to be conveyed to the City by FDOT will be used for the public purpose that the City determines is in the best interests of the general public of the City of Hallandale Beach.
SECTION 3. Direction to City Clerk. Upon adoption of this Resolution, the City Clerk shall forward an executed copy of this Resolution to John Youssef, Florida Department of Transportation, 3400 W. Commercial Blvd., Ft. Lauderdale, Florida 33309-3421, for further handling.
SECTION 4. Effective Date.	This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon passage and adoption.
