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RESOLUTION NO.  2015 –


A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, URGING THE BROWARD COUNTY COMMISSION TO RECONSIDER ITS ORDINANCE ON TRANSPORTATION NETWORK COMPANIES; RESERVING MUNICIPAL HOME RULE AUTHORITY TO REGULATE SUCH COMPANIES; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, On April 28, 2015, the Broward County Commission (“the County”) adopted an ordinance amending Chapter 22 ½ in order to regulate Transportation Network Companies (“TNCs”); and

WHEREAS, On June 9, 2015, the County adopted an ordinance to increase penalties for violations of Chapter 22 ½; and

WHEREAS, as a result, Uber, a TNC, has determined that the ordinance makes its operation prohibitive within the County, and announced that it will no longer operate within the County after July 31st, 2015; and

WHEREAS, while the County has passed its own ordinance, the City reserves the right to exercise its home rule authority to regulate transportation network companies by passing its own ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the City urges the County to reconsider its ordinance in order to facilitate Uber’s operation within the County; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.	Reservation of Right to Exercise Home Rule Authority. The Mayor and City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach support the reservation of home rule authority to regulate Transportation Network Companies by passing its own ordinance.

SECTION 2. Support for Reconsideration of Broward County Ordinance.  The Mayor and the City Commission urge Broward County to reconsider the ordinance that regulate Transportation Network Companies to accommodate Uber’s presence within the County, and ensure a consistent regulatory scheme throughout the County. 

SECTION 3.	Directions to City Manager.  The Mayor and City Commission direct the City Manager to cause a copy of this resolution to be forwarded to all appropriate parties. 

SECTION 4. 	 Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
