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RESOLUTION NO. 2015 -
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, URGING THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE FLORIDA LEAGUE OF CITIES, INC. TO RECEDE THE OPPOSITION BRIEF FILED AT THE FLORIDA SUPREME COURT AGAINST THE FLORIDANS FOR SOLAR CHOICE BALLOT PETITION; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Florida is one of the only four (4) states in the United States that by law expressly denies citizens and businesses the freedom to buy solar power electricity directly from someone other than a power company; and 
WHEREAS, June 10, 2015, the Florida League of Cities, in conjunction with the Florida Municipal Electric Association, filed an initial brief with Florida Supreme Court in opposition to the Floridians for Solar Choice ballot initiative; and 
WHEREAS, some of the members of the Florida League of Cities find that the submission of the brief was filed outside of the appropriate League protocol; and 
WHEREAS, some of the members of the Florida League of Cities also find the arguments presented in the brief to be alarmist, unsupported and speculative; and 
WHEREAS, further as a threshold matter, such legal filings should have been subject to a vote of the Florida League of Cities and be approved by the Energy, Environment, and Natural Resources Committee; and 
WHEREAS, in August, 2015,  the Board of Directors for the Florida League of Cities will convene to consider a resolution to recede from opposition brief filed at the Supreme Court against the Floridians For Solar Choice ballot petition; and 
WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission urge the Board of Directors of the Florida League of Cities, Inc. to adopt a resolution to recede the opposition brief filed at the Florida Supreme Court against Floridians for Solar Choice Ballot petition.  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.  Urging the Board of Directors of the Florida League of Cities to adopt a Resolution to Recede Opposition Brief Filed in the Florida Supreme Court Against Floridians Support of Solar Choice. The Mayor and City Commission hereby urge the Board of Directors of the Florida League of Cities to adopt on August 13-15, 2015 a Resolution to Recede Opposition Brief Filed on June 10, 2015 in the Florida Supreme Court against Floridians Support of Solar Choice.

SECTION 2.	Directions to City Clerk.  The City Clerk is hereby directed to send a certified copy of this resolution to all Members of the Florida Legislature. 

SECTION 3. 	 Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
