RESOLUTION NO. 2015-

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE TRANSFER AGREEMENT WITH THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (“FDOT”) TO CONVEY ROADWAY SEGMENTS ON SOUTHEAST TWENTY SIXTH AVENUE FROM DIANA DRIVE TO HALLANDALE BEACH BOULEVARD, AND ATLANTIC SHORES BOULEVARD FROM U.S. 1 TO BRIDGE 866100 OVER THREE ISLANDS CANAL; SUCH PROPERTY BEING IDENTIFIED IN THE LEGAL DESCRIPTION AND SKETCH AS ATTACHED AS EXHIBIT “A” AND “EXHIBIT B”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, FDOT acquires properties for transportation facilities for the citizens of the State of Florida; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to Florida Statutes section 337.25(4), FDOT is permitted to convey real property to other public entities for public needs once FDOT determines the property is surplus land which it no longer needs; and
WHEREAS, the City and FDOT have been negotiating a roadway transfer agreement that will transfer roadway sections at Southeast 26th Avenue from Diana Drive to Hallandale Beach Boulevard, and Atlantic Shores Boulevard from Federal Highway to the West of Bridge 866100; and 
WHEREAS, the City will become responsible for the operation and maintenance of the segments; including oversight of all traffic control signals and devices, roadway, lighting systems, curbs, culverts, and drainage structures within the right of way at the time of the transfer; and
WHEREAS, FDOT conducted a Cultural Resources Reconnaissance Survey and found no historical or archaeological resources either within or adjacent to the transfer area; and
WHEREAS, ownership of the roadway segments will allow the City to complete redesign projects which may include parking, aesthetic, lighting and traffic improvements; and
WHEREAS, the City has determined that the transfer will be in the best interest of its residents. 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, THAT:

SECTION 1. Authorization to Execute Transfer Agreement.	 The City hereby authorizes the Mayor to execute the transfer agreement with FDOT to accept the terms and conditions regarding the aforementioned roadway segments. 
SECTION 2. Direction to City Clerk. Upon adoption of this Resolution, the City Clerk shall forward an executed copy of this Resolution to Steven C. Braun, Florida Department of Transportation, 3400 W. Commercial Blvd., Ft. Lauderdale, Florida 33309-3421, for further handling.
SECTION 3. Effective Date.	This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon passage and adoption.
