RESOLUTION NO.  2015 - 

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, URGING THE FLORIDA LEGISLATURE TO OPPOSE HOUSE BILL 191 AND  SENATE BILL 318 WHICH WOULD DENY LOCAL COMMUNITIES THE ABILITY TO REGULATE FRACKING AND PROTECT THEIR LAND, WATER AND THE PUBLIC HEALTH CONCERNS LINKED TO FRACKING; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 
	
	WHEREAS, the term “fracking” has come to mean far more than just the specific process of extracting oil and natural gas by injecting large volumes of various mixes of water, sand and chemicals deep underground, at extreme pressure, to create fractures in targeted rock formations; and

	WHEREAS, fracking produces massive volumes of toxic and radioactive waste. The disposal of this waste is causing earthquakes and putting drinking water resources at risk; and 

	WHEREAS, fracking utilizes over one hundred (100) dangerous chemicals known to cause life-threatening illnesses, including cancer; and 

	WHEREAS, fracking wells release large amounts of methane gas, which is known to trap eighty seven (87) times more heat than carbon dioxide in the atmosphere and contributes greatly to global warming; and 

	WHEREAS, contaminating water wells with methane and other flammable gases from fracking puts families’ health, safety and property at high risk; and 

	WHEREAS, this process is devastating communities across the country, and the oil and gas industry has its sights set on Florida, particularly fields in the panhandle and in the Everglades; and

	WHEREAS, more than seven thousand five hundred (7,500) accidents related to fracking occurred in 2013, negatively impacting water quality in rivers, streams and shallow aquifers; and

WHEREAS, more than one thousand (1,000) case of water contamination have been documented near areas of gas drilling as well as sensory, respiratory, and neurological problems; and

WHEREAS, gas that is leaked during the fracking process, along with the numerous toxic chemicals that are used, creates air pollution that increases global warming and is a danger to human health; and

WHEREAS, local governments and counties should not be prevented from protecting their citizens from the dangerous practice of fracking as they see fit; and 
	
WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission have determined that the residents and public should strongly urge the Florida Legislature to oppose House Bill 191 and Senate Bill 318 which would deny local communities the ability to regulate fracking, and protect their land, water and the environment from fracking. 

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:	

	SECTION 1.  Opposing House Bill 191 and Senate Bill 318. The Mayor and City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach strongly urge the Florida Legislature to oppose House Bill 191 and Senate Bill 318 which would deny local communities the ability to regulate fracking, and protect their land, water and the environment from fracking.

SECTION 2.	Directions to City Manager.  The Mayor and City Commission direct the City Manager to cause a copy of this resolution to be forwarded to all appropriate parties. 

	SECTION 3. 	Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
