WHEREAS, 
The Association for the Study of African American Life and History has selected “Black Women in American Culture and History” as the 2012 Black History Theme, we urge all Americans to explore African American women’s roles in and contributions to the making of America; and
WHEREAS,
Black History Month offers an invaluable opportunity to gain an understanding of the history of African American women in order to broaden our understanding of the African American culture and the American nation as a whole; and
WHEREAS, 
Established by American historian Carter G. Woodson, the original celebration of Black History Week was observed on February 12, 1926. In 1976, as part of the nation’s bicentennial, the week was expanded to a month; and
WHEREAS, 
It is important to remember prominent women in African American culture; such as civil rights pioneer Rosa Parks, who broke down racial barriers and inspired our nation, Phillis Wheatley, an unlikely American Patriot during the Revolutionary War, and Harriet Tubman, the leader of the Underground Railroad from slavery.
